Limitations: Data on testing for sexually transmitted infections were collected via medical record abstraction at the HIV care
facility and does not capture testing that may have occurred outside of this setting; percentages are based on sexually transmitted
infection testing done during the 12 months before interview.

Recommendation: At minimum, annual sexually transmitted infection testing is recommended for individuals with diagnosed HIV.
