In a July 1999 teleconference, districts were advised that non-legally
responsi bl e non-caretaker relatives who nake their income fully available to
categorically eligible LIF, ADC-related or poverty |evel households could be
included in LIF, ADCrelated or poverty I|evel household size. Recent
di scussions with the Health Care Financing Adninistration have pronpted
revision of this policy.

Non-car et aker, non-legally responsible individuals who are naking their
income fully available to famlies applying for Medicaid are not to be
included in the household size of the categorically LIF, ADCrelated or
poverty level individuals. An example of this excluded person is the
childless unmarried boyfriend of a woman who has a child from a previous
rel ati onshi p. Only individuals who could have been included in the ADC
househol d nay be included in the LIF, ADC-related or poverty |evel household.

Applicants should be advised that the non-caretaker, non-legal ly
responsi ble person is not legally obligated to support the remaining nmenbers
in the living unit. Inconme received from the non-caretaker, non-legally
responsi ble person by the LIF, ADC-related or poverty level menbers nust be
budgeted as avail abl e incone. Districts nust ask the LIF, ADC-related, or
poverty level applicants to specify a dollar amount of income provided by the
non- caretaker, non-legally responsible person. A statement from the

applicant noting the anpbunt of incone available is sufficient docunentation.

Eligibility for the non-caretaker, non-legally responsible person nmust be
determ ned according to that person's categorical relatedness.

If unwed parents of a comon child or unborn acknow edge fully supporting
each other, they may be included in a single household as they would be in
ADC.

This policy revision and the provisions of AS 00MAN 007 nore closely
al i gn househol d size determ nations done for Child Health Plus by facilitated
enrollers with those done by Medi cai d.
