Due to a processing problem the State has tenporarily suspended the mailing

of the Transitional Medical Assistance (TMA) reports to recipients. The
i dentifying nunbers on these reports are LDSS 4151 and LDSS 4151A. They are
commonly referred to as the TMA nmilers. The first mailers affected were

t hose sent on October 10, 2000.

Local Social Districts should authorize TMA to all potentially eligible TMVA
recipients as if they had returned a conpleted nailer and are eligible for
TMA.  No one should have their TMA case closed for failure to return the TMA
mail er.

The State plans to resune the mailing of TMA quarterly reports as soon as the
processing problemis resolved. W estinmate that nmailings will resume |ater
this fall. Wen the mailings resune, you will receive further instructions.
