Care Facilities

This message 1is to inform social services districts of a change in law
affecting the rules for determining which 1local district is fiscally
responsible (district of fiscal responsibility, DFR) for residents of certain
adult care facilities.

Social Services Law (SSL) Section 62.5(d) has been amended by Chapter 433 of
the Laws of 2001 to provide that, when an individual enters an adult care
facility (Congregate Care Level II-adult home, enriched housing program or
residence for adults) in another district and is or becomes in need of Public
Assistance and/or Medicaid, the DFR from which the individual was admitted to
the adult care facility continues to be responsible for providing assistance
and care. This responsibility continues until there is a “break in need”.

This change 1is effective March 1, 2002. However, individuals residing in
adult care facilities on March 1, 2002, who are receiving Temporary
Assistance and/or Medicaid, continue to be the responsibility of the district
currently providing such assistance or care, including Medicaid.

For example, a Temporary Assistance and/or Medicaid recipient or Medicaid SSI
recipient, who had been residing in an apartment in Albany County, entered an
adult home in Schenectady County after March 1, 2002. Under the new law,
Albany County DSS would still be responsible for providing assistance and/or
care even though the person is now residing in Schenectady County.

In instances where an individual enters an adult care facility in another
district, the where-found district is encouraged to take a courtesy
application and forward it to the DFR district. For further information
concerning courtesy applications and the medical facility rule, including the
definition of “break in need”, districts should refer to OMM/ADM 97-1 for
Medicaid information and 00 INF-19 for Temporary Assistance information.

Adult care facilities are defined in SSL Article 1, Section 2 and 18 NYCRR
Sections 485.2, 487.2 and 488.2. In addition, the Office of Temporary and
Disability Assistance (OTDA) 1s investigating the possibility of making a
list of Congregate Care facilities, including adult care facilities,
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available on the OTDA intranet site. Until this or another resource becomes
available, in cases where the certification of a facility cannot be verified
by either contacting the facility or the where-found district, the district
can contact one of the following Department of Health Regional Offices for
assistance:
