services has been delayed from July 1, 2022 as outlined in 22 OHIP/ADM-01.

The new implementation date for NYIA to start conducting assessments for PCS and/or CDPAS
based on an immediate need for servicesis October 1, 2022.

Until October 1, 2022, the LDSS remains responsible for conducting assessments for PCS
and/or CDPAS based on an immediate need for services per the process already in place.

All other information contained in 22 OHIP/ADM-01 related to Immediate Needs remains in
effect.
