Effective January 1, 1996

This is to notify districts of the 1996 regional rates which must be used
to determine the Medical Assistance (MA) transfer of assets penalty period in
accordance with 96 ADM-8. These rates are based on the actual average
nursing home cost for each of the seven regions in the State, rather than
120% of the MA rate, as has been used in the past.

These rates must be used when determining the penalty period for
institutionalized persons who applied for MA coverage on or after January 1,
1996. Districts must recalculate a penalty period for persons who were in
receipt of nursing Tacility level of care or home and community-based
waivered services under section 1915(c) or (d) of the Social Security Act on
or after January 1, 1996 if the 1995 regional rates were used to establish a
penalty period. Districts must use Attachment 11 of 93 ADM-27, "Notice of
Change in Limited Coverage Period for Institutionalized Persons', to notify
clients of the revised calculations.
