The purpose of this GSis to notify local Departments of Social Services
(LDSS' s) of the initiation of a project reviewing Nursing Facilities' clains
by the Ofice of Mdicaid Managenent's (OW contractor, Health Managenent
Systens, Inc. (HVB).

Under the Departnent of Health's (DOH) current contract for Medicare
revenue recovery, HVS has identified a universe of SNF inpatient clains paid
by Medicaid, whose service may be eligible for paynent by the Medicare
program The review involves two types of Medicare recovery situations:

1. New Medicare Eligibility - HVS has identified dually eligible
Medi cai d/ Medi care recipients and linked the newWy identified coverage to
Medi care covered services.

2. Coordination of Benefits for dual | y eligible Medi car e/ Medi cai d
reci pients-HVB has identified where Medicare and Medicaid have already
rei mbursed the provider for the same service, and Medicaid paid in excess
of its liability.

HVS nmailed notification to the providers in OCctober, outlining the
process and asking the provider to review and subnit these clains to the
Medi care Fiscal Internediary by a due date. The contractor (via the MMS
void and adjustnent process) wll initiate recoveries after a fixed tine
period, unless the provider submts docunentation substantiating why the
recoupnent should not take place (i.e., Medicare denial).

There is no action required by the LDSS s for this project and | ocal
district shares recovered will be credited back to the district as a result
of the void and adjustnent process.
