Additionally, final approval is being sought for the 1% Across the Board (ATB) Medicaid
Rate Increases effective for dates of service on or after April 1, 2022, for the 29-1 Health
Facilities for the Core Limited Health Related (Per Diem) and Other Limited Health
Related Services and the website will be updated.
